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High global demand for steelmaking raw materials is the key factor
affecting price formation in the coking coal, iron ore, ferrous scrap
and pig iron markets in 2007.

In the coming years, the world iron ore market will still face supply
shortages and constant price increase.

The CIS domestic market adopts the global trends. The iron ore prices
for the year 2008 are supposed to rise significantly after signing
annual contracts.

This upward trend in prices is also characteristic of the global coking
coal market. There have been some significant changes in the CIS
domestic markets in 2007. Shortages in domestic supply of high
quality coking coal make Ukrainian coke producers raise imports. A
series of accidents in Russia resulted in the price growth on the spot
market as well as in failures to perform long-time contract
obligations.

EAF asset enhancement in Russia requires complimentary raw
material sourcing. Therefore the Russian ferrous scrap exports keep
decreasing while domestic merchant pig iron market is on the rise.
We also observe the forming of the CIS HBI market.

Steel and steelmaking raw material industries are greatly affected by
the transportation markets. A stable growth in dry cargo freight rates
has been seen in 2007. The lack of vessels stipulated by the rapid
development of international steel and raw materials trade makes
freight rate increase a long-term trend.

As Russia is going to join WTO, Russian transportation market players
are going to restructure their work according to the new organiza-
tional and legal environment formed by the WTO requirements.
